Diterpenes are a class of chemical compounds composed of two terpene units, often with the molecular formula C20H32. Diterpenes consist of four isoprene subunits. They are biosynthesized by plants, animals and fungi via the HMG-CoA reductase pathway and Based on their core structures, diterpenoids can be classified into linear, macrocyclic, bicyclic, tricyclic , tetracyclic and pentacyclic types 1[]
. The natural Cassane and norcassane diterpenes are biosynthetic rearrangement products of Pimarane precursor in the biosynthetic pathway of diterpenes with the name cassane derived from the native name “Cassa” for Erythrophleum guineense, the first source of a crystalline diterpene alkaloid, Cassaine 2[]
